	Design Tips

	Proximity
	· If items are related to each other, group them into closer proximity.
· Separate items that are not directly related to each other.	
· Avoid too many separate elements on a page. If there are more than three to five elements on a page, see which of them can be grouped together.

	Alignment
	· Every element should have some visual connection with another element on the page. 
· Avoid using more than one text alignment on the page.
· Choose a centered alignment carefully and rarely.

	Repetition
	· Think of repetition as being consistent.
· Repeat some aspects of the design throughout the entire piece.
· Avoid repeating an element so much that it becomes annoying or overwhelming.

	Contrast
	· If two items are not exactly the same, then make them different.
· Add contrast through typeface choices, colors, shapes, sizes, line thickness, etc. 
· Avoid using two or more typefaces that are similar.
